
Unauthorized Passengers
Unauthorized passengers are prohibited on any trucks leased to or operating under the carriers authority.  Any driver qualified by the carrier discovered to be transporting an unauthorized passenger, will be disqualified.  In the event you are involved in an accident while transporting an unauthorized passenger, the company will not be responsible for any damages or injuries to the unauthorized passenger.  

Passengers are permitted on trucks while leased to or operating under the carriers authority, if the required passenger authorization has been completed.   The DOT requires a carrier to issue written permission to a driver when a passenger is going to be on the truck with him/her.  If you have a need for a passenger authorization, please contact your safety director.  You will also be required to purchase passenger insurance for the period of time your authorization is in effect.  Please do not let your authorization expire.  It cannot be renewed while you are on the road.
